Enhance your knowledge and skills in gifted student assessment, identification, instruction 
and support through our gifted education courses. To apply for a Gifted Education 
Add-On Endorsement, the Virginia Department of Education Licensure Regulations 
for School Personnel (8VAC20-23-370) specify a requirement of 12 semester hours of 
graduate-level coursework across specific topic areas in gifted education. That’s just four 
courses to meet the coursework requirement for the endorsement!
