Combined SAT scores of 1100 (530 or higher for math and 530 or higher for verbal) also qualify you for
admission to Teacher Prep; see the OPS website for additional combinations of passing test scores such as
ACT that will qualify you for admission. You still must take the VCLA.

No exceptions
as of 8/31/15. Your date:

Submit a passing score on VCLA (Writing Sub Test: 235, Reading Sub Test: 235: Composite Score: 470; this
should have been taken for admission to Teacher Prep. The last date to submit scores if you fail and have
to retake is July 1 for fall student teaching and the third Monday of January for spring student teaching.
